A Semantic and Pragmatic Analysis of Japanese EFL Learners’
Use of Let-Causatives

Martin Teshome (Nippon Bunri University)

Constructions such as causatives can be influenced by the learner’s first
language (L1) during language acquisition. This study presents a qualitative
contrastive analysis of let-causatives produced by native English speakers
and Japanese EFL learners using the International Corpus Network of Asian
Learners of English (ICNALE) to identify signs of L1 interference. It classifies
the constructions into nine semantic and pragmatic categories, discussing
and comparing their use across the two speaker groups. The study found
that native speakers use this construction more frequently than learners.
The results suggest that while let-causatives describing permission and the
construction “let’s do Z” as an invitation are acquired readily by learners, it
is more challenging for them to acquire constructions that express tolerance
and rely on idiomatic expressions (e.g., “let live”). Learners also prefer to use
“let” as a means to sequence written language (e.g., “let me start”) while being
reluctant to use let-causatives as hesitation markers (e.g., “let me see”). It
also appears that learners internalise some of these constructions as parallel
with the Japanese (s)ase morpheme and the hortative. Several instances of
the pragmatic category of assertion (e.g. “let’s be honest”) were found in the
native-speaker corpus but none in the learner corpus. The study suggests future
research on hesitation markers in Japanese EFL English and English expressions
of assertion produced by L1 speakers of other languages to determine to what
extent the use of this feature reflects cognitive factors or cultural factors in the
Anglosphere.

The Effects of a Short-Stay Study-Abroad Program
on International Posture

Kenneth Brown (Fukuoka University of Education)

Over the past several decades, the number of Japanese studying abroad has
been steadily increasing, with a majority of those participating in short-stay
study abroad programs. Therefore, the effectiveness of short-stay study abroad
particularly warrants investigation. While most research has focused on the
effect of study abroad on language acquisition, its effect on affective states is
also relevant. Participants in this study consisted of 14 students at a university
specializing in education who took part in a study-abroad program lasting
three and a half weeks in the United States. During the stay, the sojourners
visited institutions and schools from the kindergarten to university levels,
where they learned about the American educational system and conducted
their own lessons about Japanese culture. The program also included a ten-
day homestay. Participants responded to pre- and post-surveys investigating
international posture, that is, the desire to interact and identify with an
international community; this attitude positively affects learners’ motivation,
self-confidence, and proficiency. T-test results showed a significant increase in
having things to communicate, that is, having willingness to communicate to
the world. Interest in international vocation can also be cautiously said to have
increased to a significant degree. However, participants showed no changes
in the other aspects of international posture—namely, intercultural approach
and interest in foreign affairs. The results, as well as the history of this program,
suggest that short-stay study abroad can be impactful and potentially act as a
stepping stone to further international interaction.

Facilitating a Progressive Pre-service Teacher Development
Program: The Evolution of Practicum

Marc Waterfield, Craig Yamamoto, Mei Mukai, Riko Nagatomo
(Miyazaki International University)

The English Language Lab (ELL) program was created in the Spring of 2022 due
to the necessity to raise the English proficiency of lower-level undergraduate
students in the International Liberal Arts (ILA) faculty. This provided us with
a unique opportunity to include teacher certification (TC) track students and
graduate students interested in language teaching. The ELL has developed
over the past three years into an exclusive pre-service teacher development
program. This presentation discusses the creation of the ELL program with a
focus on selected highly proficient students who were assigned as language
facilitators. It explicitly demonstrates how the ELL has positively impacted the
skill development of the participating language facilitators. The dynamics of a
senpai-kohai relationship enhanced the learning environment which led to the
improvement in English proficiency among ELL participants. Teaching English
through English (TETE) skills were fostered through a mentorship approach.
In doing so, opportunities to apply teaching theories learned in the TC and
graduate school programs were provided. Language learning sessions were
conducted in an authentic classroom environment four days a week each
semester. Data were gathered through classroom observations, questionnaires,
and recorded feedback sessions. These data were analyzed using qualitative
methods. The unique and effective elements of the ELL as a pre-service
teacher development program are supported by the language facilitators’ self-
reflections.

Developing an English Textbook for Academic and Practical
Skills: Integrating Sustainable Development Goals into English
Language Teaching

Eiichiro Tsutsui, Masanobu Ueda, Naoki Kiyama, Roger Prior,
Anne Crescini, Yukiko Abe
(The University of Kitakyushu)

This study aims to create an English textbook focused on the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs), with each unit covering various aspects of the
SDGs to promote learning from a global perspective. It builds on previous
work by Tsutsui, Kiyama, Ueda, and Kashiwagi (2024), who analyzed official
SDGs documents from the United Nations using a machine learning technique
(Blei et al., 2003) to construct a topic model and create vocabulary lists
related to the SDGs. The textbook integrates various skills such as reading
strategies, formulaic sequences, critical thinking, and academic ethics.
Practical approaches like timed writing and project-based learning are also
incorporated. The module on academic ethics includes teaching about
plagiarism, proper citation, and paraphrasing methods. Activities to foster
practical skills such as logical and critical thinking are included, and the
digital integration available in the textbook provides an interactive learning
experience. The content and structure of the materials are continuously
improved using student feedback. To reflect current learner needs and trends,
we administered a survey targeted at 393 students to assess the educational
content and methods in our current English and related courses. The survey
results provide insights into (1) students’ study habits and preferences, (2)
the effectiveness of current educational materials and methods, and (3) areas
where students may need additional support or resources. These insights are
incorporated into our new textbook. In summary, this textbook can provide
a comprehensive and interactive learning experience that not only covers the
SDGs but also equips students with essential academic and practical skills. By
continuously integrating student feedback, the textbook remains relevant and
effective in addressing evolving educational needs.

Incorporating A. l. in an EFL reading and discussion class

Seonmin Huh (Chungbuk National University, South Korea)

The purpose of this presentation is to share the ways A. I. supports English
as a foreign language learners’ reading comprehension and their engagement
in English reading and discussion activities. The presentation introduces the
activities that seem promising in EFL reading and discussion classes and
discuss pedagogical implications. The motivation of this study is that A.lL
implementation has been considered mostly for productive language skills of
speaking and writing in EFL educational contexts. However, more studies are
needed to explore the possibilities of A. I. for receptive language skills as we as
educators should know how A. I. can be used for receptive language skills and
think of productive ways to incorporate A. I. in language classes. The presenter
incorporates ChatGPT for her reading and discussion class in the spring semester
of 2024. She will share the activities incorporated to develop her students’
reading comprehension and discussion skills and focus on what worked in
her class. ChatGPT helped students check their reading comprehension and
encouraged them to go back to the reading texts when teacher’s design of the
activity required making use of re-visiting the reading texts. The educational
implications including that A. I. should be used in pedagogically meaningful
ways to support students’ learning will be suggested.

Dr. Huh, Seonmin . majored in literacy education and graduated from
Indiana University Bloomington, the USA. She currently works for Chungbuk
National University, Cheongbuk, South Korea. Her research interests
encompass critical literacies, critical pedagogy, innovative teaching practices,
use of A. I. in language class to name a few.

Gamification as an Edu-Tech Tool for Vocabulary Learning
in EFL Reading Classes: A Case Study Using QuizN

Yuwha Lee (Andong National University, South Korea)

This study investigates the impact of incorporating gamified educational
technology activities, specifically using QuizN, on vocabulary improvement
in college-level English as a Foreign Language (EFL) reading classes. It also
explores learners’ attitudes towards these activities. By integrating game
elements such as competition and rewards, the goal is to make vocabulary
learning more enjoyable and to foster active engagement among students.
The research focuses on freshmen in general English courses to assess the
effects of gamification on vocabulary achievement, motivation, and class
satisfaction. Statistical analysis was conducted by comparing pre- and post-
test scores between two groups. Additionally, surveys and interviews were
carried out with 31 students in the experimental gamification class. The results
indicate that both groups showed improvement in their scores over time
due to continuous exposure to the texts. Qualitative analysis of open-ended
questions and interviews revealed that the gamified environment provided by
QuizN enhanced students’ motivation to learn vocabulary and their satisfaction
with the activities. However, there was no significant difference in vocabulary
achievement between the two groups over the short experimental period.
Nevertheless, integrating gamification via smartphones as an educational tool
for college students presents a promising approach for modern EFL teaching
and learning. The study offers recommendations and suggestions for future
research in this area.
